Hours of Operation

Open daily (weather permitting), May 28, 29, 30 and June 4 through August 21. 

Monday thru Saturday 12:00pm – 8:00pm / Sunday 1:00pm – 7:00pm. 
Beginning Aug. 1st the pool will close at 7:00pm Monday-Saturday and at 6:00pm on Sundays.
If schools are in session due to calamity days or other unforeseen reason, the New Carlisle Pool will adjust its opening days as well. 

Key Policies of the New Carlisle Pool

- Non-members must pay and sign in to enter the pool whether they swim or not. 
- All members must know the password on their member to enter the pool. 

- Children 10 and under must be accompanied by a person 16 and older while at New Carlisle Pool.

- Children 6 and under must have a person 16 years of age or older in a swimsuit accompanying him or her at all times.

- Non potty-trained children must wear swim diapers. All children’s diapers and clothing must be changed in the restroom per the recommendation of the CDC. Please—no regular diapers. Swim diapers are sold at the front desk.

- Swimsuits are the only acceptable attire and must be appropriate in a family atmosphere. Men’s swimsuits must have a liner. T-shirts and shorts are not swimsuits.

- Outside food, beverages or coolers will not be permitted inside New Carlisle Pool. Guests may picnic at the table outside of pool. We reserve the right to inspect all bags coming into or out of the pool.

- No alcohol or drug use will be tolerated.

- Chairs are first-come, first-serve. Guests may bring their own chairs.

Weather/Opening Policy for New Carlisle Pool

- Temperature must be projected to be at least 70 degrees by noon with rain not in the forecast.

- Overcast/windy/rainy day could indicate a closing regardless of temperature if there is no projection of clearing.

- Early closing is possible if there are 20 guests or less after 7:00 pm. (6:00 on Sunday)
- Lightening or thunder will have an immediate 30-minute delay with each subsequent action beginning another 30-minute delay. Management will decide if it is in the best interest of our guests to close for the remainder of the day. The decision will be made in conjunction with radar and the forecast. The pool will automatically close if this happens at 7:00 pm or later. (6:00 on Sunday)
- Management will have the discretion to open or close based on the above information, health conditions, or maintenance issues.

General Policies

- Waterslide, Baby Pool, and Diving area all have rules specific to their function.

- To ride the slides at New Carlisle Pool, for the safety of our guests, you must be free of metal, plastic, and or jewelry on your swimsuit or your person.

- Children 10 and under must be accompanied by a person 16 and older while at New Carlisle Pool.

_ Children 4 and under must have a person 16 years of age or older in a swimsuit accompanying him or her at all times.

_ Non potty-trained children must wear swim diapers. All children’s diapers and clothing must be changed in the bathhouse per the recommendation of the CDC. Please—no regular diapers. Swim diapers are available for sale if needed.

_There are 2 restrooms - a men’s and a women’s restroom. Clothing and diapers may only be changed in the restroom.

_ Swimsuits are the only acceptable attire and must be appropriate in a family atmosphere. Men’s swimsuits must have a liner. T-shirts and shorts are not swimsuits.

_Outside food, beverages or coolers will not be permitted inside New Carlisle Pool. Guests may picnic at tables outside of pool. We reserve the right to inspect all bags coming into or out of the Park.

_ Chairs are first-come, first-serve. Guests may bring their own chairs.

_ Smoking must be outside the facility at the designated location.

_ A basketball court is available at the northwest corner of the Park. Basketballs will not be furnished. Patrons may bring their own basketballs.

_ PARENTS: PLEASE WATCH YOUR CHILDREN AT ALL TIMES!

_ WALK at all times inside the pool complex
_ Lifeguards must be on duty and float ropes in place before pool is open.

_ Non-swimmers must remain in shallow water. 
_ Diving is only permitted in the deep end of the pool. 12 feet only
_ Guests may be asked to take a water test to swim or to be in deep water. Lifeguards will determine after the swim test if the person may or may not go off the diving board.
_ Breath-holding or prolonged underwater swimming is not permitted.

_ Toys are permitted with guard’s approval. All diving toys must be soft.

- the New Carlisle Pool has Coast Guard approved lifejackets for children to use free of charge or a guest may bring their own. This is the only type of flotation equipment that is permitted. Anyone that utilizes a PFD must have a person 16 years of age or older in a swimsuit accompany him or her at all times. Anyone using a PFD may not use the diving board or the slide.

- Children of the appropriate height (48 inches) to use the slide must be able to swim to the side alone. Parents may not be in the water to catch children at the slide or the diving board.

- Horseplay, ball throwing, spitting and tag are not acceptable behaviors. Keep hands to one’s self.

- Gum, band-aids, glass containers, smoking and alcohol not permitted. Smoking is permitted in the smoking section only.
- Persons with open wounds, sores, boils, contagious rashes, infections or fungus diseases are not permitted in the pools as per the Ohio Swimming Pool Code.

- Lines separate areas of the pools. Please do not hang on them.

- Scuba gear is not permitted.

- Personal music devices must be at a low volume.

- Guests may leave and reenter the park with a hand stamp.

- Spectators must pay full admission price.

- Lap lanes are for 18 and over.

- Please secure your personal items. Items may be left at the front desk however the New Carlisle Pool is not responsible for lost or stolen items. 
- Failure to follow rules can result in serious injury.

- Management reserves the right to enforce or add any rule deemed necessary for the safety or enjoyment of all.

Concession Area / Food & Beverage Rules

- Outside food, beverage or coolers are not permitted inside New Carlisle Pool.

- Please do not put clothing items on the picnic tables. Benches are to sit on; tables are for food items only.
- Please place trash in appropriate containers.
Diving Board Rules

- Enter board by steps after previous diver has exited the water.

- One bounce on the board per dive.

- Jump or dive straight out from the end of the board. Inward and back dives not permitted.

- Must be able to swim to side alone; flotation not permitted.

- Swim immediately to the closest ladder and exit.

- Diving or jumping deemed unsafe will be prohibited.

- Parents may not be in the water to catch children at the diving board.
- Maximum weight limit 250 pounds
Baby Pool Rules

- Parents must stay near and watching their children at all times while in the baby pool area. Swim diapers must be warn at all times.

- The baby pool area will be closed during break time / adult swims

- No small toys are permitted in the baby pool area

- Only children age 5 and under are permitted in the baby pool
Waterslide Rules

- Riders must enter the slide in a sitting position
- Maximum rider weight is 200 pounds.

- Do not go down headfirst.

- All riders must ride feet first.

- No combs or foreign objects are allowed in pockets and no jewelry can be worn while riding the slide. No cut off jeans or swim wear with exposed zippers, buckles, rivets, or metal ornamentation; only approved swimsuits allowed.

- Only one rider at a time. Absolutely no trains or chains of riders are permitted.

- No lifejackets are permitted on the water slide.

- The line should form on the deck with only one person at the top – all other riders must wait at the bottom of the ladder.
- Do not use this slide while under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

- Follow the instructions of the slide lifeguard at all time.

- No diving from the slides.

- Leave the water promptly after entering.

- Non-swimmers are not permitted.

- Parents may not be in the water to catch children at the slide.

- Rider assumes all risk or injury due to misuse of this ride or failure to follow these rules.
P-L-E-As

To ensure the health and safety of all our guests, we ask that you remember to follow these easy “P-L-E-As” for Healthy Swimming.

- Please don’t swim when you have diarrhea…this is especially important for kids in diapers.

- Please don’t swallow the pool water.

- Please practice good hygiene.

- Please take your kids on bathroom breaks often and wash hands.

- Please change diapers and clothing in the changing rooms and not in the Park.

- Please wash your child thoroughly (especially the rear end) with soap and water before swimming.
- Please see that children use the bathroom during each break.
Without your help, even the best-maintained pools can spread illness. Showering before swimming is a big help in keeping the water clean.
